Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Pasliors’  Christis Risen! Truly He is Risen!
CORNER  On this glorious Easter Sunday, we

rejoice in the empty tomb that changed everything. We
can indeed cry out Alleluia! Mary Magdalene arrived at
dawn, found the stone rolled away, and ran to tell Peter
and the beloved disciple: “They have taken the Lord out of
the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid him.”
(Jn 20:2) We are now called, like Mary Magdalene, to
proclaim to those around us that Christ is Risen. Our hope
is that those who do not yet know the Lord can come to
believe in the empty tomb and realize that death has been
conquered — that victory has been won.

The Resurrection is our new birth, and as the church
teaches in the Catechism of the Catholic Church, Christ’s
rising opens the way to our own: “By his Resurrection, he
opens for us the way to a new life... justification that
reinstates us in God’s grace.” (CCC 654)

As Pope St. John Paul II proclaimed: After seeing the
risen Lord, we too must “run to our brothers and sisters to
bring everyone the great news: ‘We have seen the Lord!’”

(Jn 20:25)

This Easter, let the Resurrection renew you and let its
joy permeate your whole being. May your family
gatherings be a time to reflect on the reality of the
Resurrection that has come into the world.

I wish you and your families a blessed and Holy Easter.
And remember...CHRIST IS RISEN! TRULY HE IS RISEN!
