THOSE IN NEED: Your kindness makes it possible for
refugees to create a sanctuary here in Canada, providing hope and
new beginnings to our brothers and sisters in need. Like Hetvi, who
came to Canada seeking refuge but found her hope shattered by her
husband’s control and abuse.

Paslors’ This 'weekend we focus on Part 2 of the Mass:
corngr  The Liturgy of the Word is the second of four

parts of the Mass, and follows the Introductory Rites, which 1
spoke about on the March 15" weekend. The Liturgy of the
Word, along with the third Part called The Liturgy of the
Eucharist, forms a vital unity and together these two comprise
one single act of worship as the faithful are nourished at the
table both of God’s word and of Christ’s Body. This section
invites the assembly to encounter Christ through His living
Word, proclaimed under the action of the Holy Spirit.

God speaks to us in many ways. But He primarily speaks to us
through His sacred Word that is contained in Sacred Scripture (i.e.
the Bible). Since we have become a very visual world, it is often
difficult to calm ourselves and focus on the words that someone
reads aloud to us. This is why it is good for many of us to close our
eyes when we are hearing the Word of God proclaimed to us. There
can be many distractions around us, even in the church, that closing
our eyes enables us to focus all the more.

» The First Reading: This reading is taken from the Old Testament
which tells the story of the growth of the early Church. During
Easter it is taken from the Acts of the Apostles. The first reading
often has the same theme that will appear in the Gospel reading.

» The Responsorial Psalm: This is taken from one of the 150
psalms attributed to King David. The psalms were for the Jewish
nation, poetry — it expresses the full gamut of our human
experience (i.e. suffering, praise, hope, joy, lament, sorrow, etc.).
» The Second Reading: This reading is taken from the New
Testament — it is mostly taken from one of the letters of St Paul to
the Christian communities that he has visited and are trying to live
out the Good News. The second reading does not often have the
same theme that will appear in the Gospels, and this is why most
preachers do not focus on the second reading in their homilies.

» The Gospel Acclamation: As we stand to prepare to hear the
Gospel, we have an acclamation that leads us to hear His Word
as spoken by Jesus.

» The Gospel: The Church has a 3-year cycle of readings for our
Sunday celebrations (i.e. Year A, B and C). Each year we read
from one of the Gospels. In Year A, we read mostly from the
Gospel of Matthew. In Year B, we read the Gospel of Mark and
chapter 6 of the Gospel of John. In Year C, we read the Gospel
of Luke. The Gospel of John is read during the Easter season in
all three years). The importance of this reading is enhanced by
our gesture of standing.

» The Homily: This is the time that an ordained minister (i.e.
Deacon, Priest or Bishop), having reflected on the readings during
the week, shares his thoughts of how we all might grow in our
faith through the Words we have heard. Since most of us do not
have the time during the week to reflect on the readings we will
hear on Sunday, we rely on the homilist to help us understand
what is applicable in our lives and the message that God wishes
for us. This is not the most important part of the Liturgy of the
Word. And yet, many people judge the whole Eucharistic
celebration by the homily. I encourage you all to see it as only
one piece of the greater celebration we call the Eucharist.

» The Creed: More on this part in next weekend’s Pastor’s Corner.
» The General Intercessions (Prayers of the Faithful): At this
point we bring our various needs to the Lord with simple
prayers that we offer for the Church, the community, the sick
and the dying, etc.

Silence is an integral part of moving in sequence during the
Liturgy of the Word. Silence allows the hearer to incorporate
God’s Word into their lives.

The Church teaches that Christ is truly present in four ways in
the celebration of the Mass: @in the person of the Celebrant,

@in the People of God gathered, ®in the Word proclaimed from
Sacred Scripture, and finally in the most real sense,

Oin the Eucharistic species of Bread and Wine. When Sacred
Scripture is read in the church, God Himself speaks to His people.

The Liturgy of the Word is a meal nourishing our spiritual life.
In the Gospel of Matthew, we read “Man does not live by bread
alone, but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God”
(Mt 4:4). To receive the fulness of this spiritual meal, we need
to be present when the readings are proclaimed — we need to be
on time for Mass. The Liturgy of the Word also demands
attentive listening, free from distractions. But this is not as easy
as it sounds. There can be so many distractions when we are
participating in the Liturgy of the Word that we need to be extra
diligent in ensuring that we are as focused on the Word
proclaimed as we can be. We should not rely on the homily as
the Coles Notes of the Readings proclaimed. We need to try to
be actively engaged in the whole of the Liturgy — this is
accomplished by participating in the silence that permeates
throughout this liturgy, by joining in song and proclaiming those
parts that rightly belong to the people of God.

All of us need to do our part and this especially is true for the
assigned Readers (Lectors) who must be well-prepared to
proclaim the Word of God. Not everyone can or should be
Readers of the Word, because not everyone has the gift or talent
of proclaiming the Word.

On a final note, it should become our practice that as individuals or
families, we review and reflect on the upcoming Sunday readings so
that when we come to Mass, we are all the more prepared to receive
Christ in the Word proclaimed, whose living voice even today speaks
to the faithful as Jesus Christ did 2000 years ago.
