                               In last week’s bulletin I wrote about  
                            The Liturgy of the Word and its various parts.  
                            In this issue, I will provide more details about  
                            the part called The Creed. 
   In the Liturgy of the Word, after the homily, we stand and 
recite the Creed. There are two versions we can use at Mass:  
the Apostles’ Creed and the Nicene Creed. At most Masses we 
use the Apostles’ Creed. 
THE APOSTLES CREED: 
   According to Church tradition, the Apostles’ Creed was 
formulated by the 12 Apostles on the day of Pentecost. With so 
many people converting to the Christian faith, the Holy Spirit 
(who Jesus promised would guide the Apostles into all truth, John 
16:13) saw it necessary that there be a common profession of the 
faith, or creed, to unite the Church. According to the Catechism of 
the Catholic Church, the Apostles’ Creed is the oldest Roman 
catechism and carries its authority from the chair of the foremost 
apostle, Peter (CCC, 194). The Apostles’ Creed is also 
Trinitarian, beginning with the first Person of the Trinity, God the 
Father, moving to the redemption of mankind through the second 
Person of the Trinity, Jesus Christ, and then to the work of the 
third Person of the Trinity, the Holy Spirit. Therefore, the 
Apostles’ Creed is also a baptismal seal: the profession of faith to 
which we are entrusted on the day of our baptism (CCC, 197). 
THE NICENE CREED: 
   The Council of Nicaea met in 325 A.D. in a town in Turkey 
named Nicaea. Here the bishops composed a Creed to clearly 
state the beliefs of the Church and to reject many of the false 
understandings that were being taught. This prayer is called the 
Nicene Creed and it is a summary of what Christians truly 
believe. The Nicene Creed states the truths that the Church had 
been teaching since the time of the apostles. 
   Last year, we celebrated the 1700th anniversary of that 
important moment in the Church when this creed was produced. 
In November, Pope Leo XIV when to Turkey and to the 
archaeological site of what was then Nicaea. The Pope went to 
Nicaea and with the Eastern Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew 
of Constantinople, they prayed for unity amongst the Christian 
faith and they together recited the Nicene Creed. This was a 
wonderful moment that showed the desire of the Church to be 
united as one. We need to pray for Christian Unity, so that there 
may be one flock, shepherded by our one Lord Jesus Christ.
